Requirements: free from dizziness, fit for tour length up to 7 hours
Program: We start from the cable car bottom-station via Hoher Dachstein or Steiner 

Scharte to Adamek Hütte. On the way we practise walking on glaciers and 
climbing via ferrata. Crevasses and many climbing routes enable training 
of all skills you need for touring in mountain regions (depending on the 
interests and previous knowledge of the group members). 
According to the snow conditions we may eventually use snowshoes!

Costs: € 160 for leadership, accommodation with dinner and breakfast at 
Adamek-Hütte. Additionally: cable car app. € 25.
